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  Another beautiful weekend.  Friendly, Fall temperatures during the day and, not one, not two, but three frost-covered mornings.  Summer is definitely over.

  Managed another round of leaf removal on Saturday.  I think I’ve finally found the right method that allows me to gather up all the leaves with a minimum of physical exertion and space.

  First, I use the mulching attachment on the lawn tractor, which shreds the leaves into little pieces of leaf confetti.  Then, I put the bagging attachment on the tractor and ride around the yard sucking up all the leaves.  The result is a minimum number of dumpings and a nice compost for the garden areas.  The whole job takes less than four hours with no blisters or sore back.  

  Not bad.  Of course, it doesn’t hurt that we had six trees cut down this past Spring.
